When a loved one dies, it is necessary to prokeit hame
and reputation. Scammers search the obituariezaioes
and addresses. Then they buy Social Security nigravet
other personal data of the recently departed omtkenet.

Here’s how to protect them:

Don't include details such as day and month dhhiuse
only the year) or addresses in obituaries.

Mail copies of the death certificate to all thozedit-
reporting bureaus- Equifax, Experian and TransUriamnd
all credit issuers to cancel accounts right aftergerson
dies.

Contact the state department of motor vehiclestwel
any driver’s license and prevent duplicates fronmdpés-
sued.

A few weeks after doing this, run a credit reportthe
